A GOOD DAY TO DIE

Do you remember your own baptism? I wish I could. I envy the adults I have seen baptized at the Easter Vigil. Hopefully,
they experience what St. Paul says in the epistle we hear at the Vigil. For Paul, Baptism is a sign of dying and rising to new
life. Does that mean we will rise from the dead, too?

Yes, but that is not his main point. If all we think about is our physical death, and hope we go to heaven afterwards, we're
missing the point. The new life starts with our baptism, not just our physical death. The water is both cleansing and a sign
of dying (symbolic drowning) that help us see we are free from sin. We are dead to sin when we begin to live in Christ. The
fictional Klingons have a saying “today is a good day to die” to express courage in battle. But real Christians might say that
Easter is a good day to die to sin and live in Christ.

How do we experience this dying to sin? First, we identify the sinful areas of our life. Do I watch movies, or video games
that encourage promiscuity, revenge, or selfishness? What sins do I confess repeatedly and what can I do to avoid them? As
for living in Christ: Can I spend less time entertaining myself and more time in prayer? Instead of complaining about what
is wrong with the world, can I find ways to make it better? These are a few of the ways we begin our new life in Christ.

UN BUEN DIA PARA MORIR

¢Recuerdas tu propio bautismo? Yo quisiera poderme acordar. Envidio a los adultos que he visto bautizados en la Vigilia
Pascual. Ojald experimenten lo que dice San Pablo en la epistola que escuchamos en la Vigilia. Para Pablo, el bautismo es
signo de morir y resucitar a una vida nueva. ¢Eso significa que nosotros también resucitaremos de entre los muertos?

Si, pero no es su punto principal. Si lo Ginico que pensamos es en la muerte fisica y esperamos ir al cielo después, no
estamos entendiendo el punto. La vida nueva comienza con el bautismo, no sélo con la muerte fisica. El agua es a la vez lim-
piadora y una sefnal de muerte (ahogamiento simbélico) que nos ayuda a ver que estamos libres del pecado. Estamos muertos
al pecado cuando comenzamos a vivir en Cristo. Los klingon ficticios tienen un dicho "hoy es un buen dfa para morir" para
expresar valor en la batalla. Pero los verdaderos cristianos podrian decir que la Pascua es un buen dfa para morir al pecado y
vivir en Cristo.
¢Cémo experimentamos esta muerte al pecado? Primero, identificamos las areas pecaminosas de nuestra vida. ;Veo peliculas
o videojuegos que fomentan la promiscuidad, la venganza o el egofsmo? :Cuales pecados confieso repetidamente y qué pue-
do hacer para evitarlos? En cuanto a vivir en Cristo: ;jPuedo dedicar menos tiempo a la diversién y més a la oracién? En
lugar de quejarme de lo que estd mal en el mundo, ¢puedo encontrar formas de mejorarlo?Estas son algunas de las formas
en que comenzamos a tener una vida nueva en Cristo.
